 RE-RESOLVING? 
The new year has begun and perhaps this is just the perfect moment to revise some of 
those new year’s resolutions.  You might even be a little frustrated at this point, having 
come to realize that you are not going to be able to lose that 10 pounds so quickly, and if 
you have taken up jogging that you are not going to be ready for the Rocket City Mara-
thon this year.  Instead of becoming disappointed, do some re-resolving and get a little 
progress and keep from completely giving up. Let’s begin with devotional time.  Maybe 
you became excited and decided to get up an hour earlier and have a daily hour of 
prayer and Bible study.  It this is new to you, the starting period is quite ambitious.  
Some saints never had that much time for prayer and Bible study.  If you’re into revision, 
you might drop back to fifteen minutes.  It’s not the amount of time you spend, but the 
quality of that time that counts.  Try starting with the sermon on the mount.  Just read a 
beatitude a day. Learn it, think about it, pray about it, and then carry it with you through 
your day.  Try just a small portion of the sermon each day; fifteen minutes before you 
leave for work, or before you go to bed.  You’ll be amazed at the difference it will make, 
and you’ll get more out of those fifteen minutes that you ever did from the protracted 
hour.  What about church attendance?  Maybe you got all excited and set your goal to 
attend every Sunday between the first of the year and the end of May, only something 
came up already.  Don’t give up!  Revise the goal to attend 8 Sundays between now and 
(you set a date).  Make the goal reasonable and plan to grow with it.  You’ll  feel better 
and won’t give up easily!
